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Mission Statement:

House of Ruth helps women, children and families in greatest need and
with very limited resources build safe, stable lives and achieve their highest
potential. We serve women, children and families who are striving to over-
come childhood trauma, domestic violence, homelessness, mental health
disorders and substance abuse. House of Ruth provides nurturing, structured,
safe housing and caring, consistent, individualized services in order to
capitalize on the participants’ strengths such as courage and resiliency.

House of Ruth’s comprehensive services and housing are focused on
creating and sustaining positive change for the women, children and families
we serve. Our guiding principles are as follows:

« Establish an ongoing therapeutic relationship with each person in order
to make positive change possible. Interactions are caring, consistent,
respectful and responsive.

« Support every participant and capitalize on their strengths to achieve their
individualized outcomes: stable housing, trauma recovery, mental health,
addiction recovery, employment and abuse-free relationships.

« Develop the most effective interventions and carry them out with the
highest ethical standards.

« Provide an environment that is nurturing, consistent, structured and safe.

« Attract, develop and retain proficient, skilled, supportive staff.

« Serve as a conduit for caring members of the community to effectively
assist women, children and families who are homeless and abused.

« Exercise excellent stewardship of and accountability for private donations
and public funds.

« Maintain our financial stability and cost-efhiciency.



A Challenging,
but Promising Year

his past year brought a number of challenges to our door as the economic

fallout continued. Yet, despite the unpredictability of the economy, House
of Ruth continued to provide a home and real hope to women and children who
had no place else to go.

With your help, House of Ruth provides a real—but challenging—path to a
better future. We help each woman to improve her life, and that of her children, by
making many positive changes and learning new skills. When they arrive, they have
been barely managing in appalling conditions. Over many months of daily effort
alongside our staff, the women, children and families gradually accumulate the new
skills and capabilities they need for lives that are far more safe and stable.

Throughout the year, we set out to significantly increase the consistency of
our interventions, techniques and strategies to help the women, children and
families at House of Ruth. We are now seeing many positive results with more
women and children realizing their personal goals.

Although we solicit donations throughout the year, more than 75 percent of
our contributions are received between September and December—just when,
in 2008, the economy took a downward spiral. We asked, and asked again, and
many of you answered. Thus, we were able to continue to fulfill our mission of
helping women and children in greatest need.

We anticipate that this year will be as challenging. Foundations have been
hard hit by the stock market collapse and we anticipate a significant drop from
this funding source. Moreover, there is little additional government funding
available to help these women and children. In fact, government funding has
remained nearly stagnant for more than a decade.

More than 20,000 supporters ensured our ability to fulfill our mission last
year, and with your ongoing support House of Ruth will continue to assist
women, children and families in greatest need. We assure you that our commit-
ment will not waver, just as your support has not.

hroughout 2008, more than 100 women every day were

making progress toward greater safety and stability at
four House of Ruth residences. Here, they found warmth,
safety and a caring, skilled staff who worked individually with
them to help them build on their strengths and tackle their
problems.

The women were facing many challenges; a history of
abuse beginning in early childhood and persisting throughout
their adult lives, mental illness, addiction, and a marginal sup-
port network of family and friends. We continued to see more
women who had a serious mental illness entering House of
Ruth in 2008.

At New Beginnings, Unity and New Pathways, where 45
women reside, more of the women began staying with us for
longer periods of time. As a result, the staft had more time to
forge relationships with the women and were able to encour-
age more of them to begin to tackle the tough problems that
had led to homelessness.

In large part because of stronger and longer-term thera-
peutic relationships with staff, more of the women made sub-
stantial progress. Our efforts to teach coping and relaxation




techniques resulted in more
women reporting that they felt
less emotional distress and anxi-
ety. In addition, more women
participated in our day-time
group activities, giving our staff
more time to interact with them
and build relationships, while
ensuring the women’s safety dur-
ing the day.

Throughout 2008, New
Beginnings provided just that—a
new beginning—for 10 women
who have a history of abuse,
addiction and homelessness. An
additional 25 women worked to address life-long abuse and a
combination of mental health problems, addiction recovery
and homelessness at Unity.

Over the course of the year, more than two-thirds of the
women at Unity were able to secure employment. Those who
are not yet employed are finding it much harder to secure a
job since the economic downturn because they must now
compete with more highly qualified applicants for jobs. New
Pathways provides long-term housing with supportive ser-

vices for 10 women who have a serious mental illness. These
ladies are very vulnerable to repeat abuse and could not man-
age safely on their own.

To build on the success of these programs, plans are under
way to renovate Madison, where 64 women reside, to make
it a more appropriate and nurturing place for longer stays.
One of the reasons the women are staying longer is that due
to the economic downturn, there are even fewer options for
them, they have no place else to go. In addition to transform-
ing Madison to better address the needs of the women, House
of Ruth is consolidating two of our programs for families in a
new location and will use one of the vacated buildings to pro-
vide more long-term, supported housing for 15 women.



Housing and Services for Families

hroughout 2008, more than 100 fami-

lies called House of Ruth home. More
than 300 mothers and children were provided
with housing and individualized supportive
services at seven locations. Round-the-clock
staffing helped the women and children learn
to cope with the lasting effects of trauma and
abuse, while building myriad skills for a new
way of life. We also brought supportive ser-
vices to an additional 13 families who were
safely housed in subsidized apartments.

House of Ruth provided to each woman
and her children their first experience of
“home” as a safe and nurturing place. Our
staff worked with each mother to provide the
consistency, safety, and comforting routines that her chil-
dren need to thrive. We also continued to work individually
with each mother and child to identify their strengths as well
as their needs, and pull together all the supports and services
they require. More services were added for the children.

Most importantly, we opened A New Way, adding hous-
ing for 12 more families. A New Way emerged from a study we
conducted for the city in 2004 to identify the greatest needs of
survivors of domestic violence. Additional housing (by itself)
is not enough. Survivors need constant support and structure
in order to recover and create a new way of life for themselves
and their children.

In a cost-saving measure, we are combining two pro-
grams, Three Sisters (for five families) and Herspace (for six
families), at a single location where we can house and assist
13 families. We can staff the single, larger site more efficiently,
while continuing to work individually with each mother and
child. We’ve purchased a building and renovations are under-
way. The new Herspace program will open in late 2009.

The mothers entering our programs are coming with
more severe mental health problems and fewer coping skills
and daily living skills. The children are, correspondingly, also
